“Companion animal hoarder” means an operator or person who (1) has more than ten companion animals, (2) fails or is unable to meet minimum standards of humane care as set forth in (state or local law); and (3) denies or displays an inability to recognize or understand the nature of or has a reckless disregard for the conditions under which the companion animals are living and the deleterious impact of these conditions on the companion animals’ health and well-being. 

In addition to any other penalty provided by law, upon conviction for violating any of the provisions of (state or local animal cruelty laws), the court may order the convicted operator or person to pay monetary sanctions and undergo a psychological or psychiatric evaluation and to undergo any treatment at the convicted operator’s or person's expense that the court determines to be appropriate after due consideration of the evaluation. 
If the convicted operator or person is found to be a companion animal hoarder, the court must order : (1) that the convicted operator or person is barred from owning, possessing, keeping caring for or living at the same address as any companion animal for a period of time to be determined by the court including up to the life of the operator or person; (2) that the convicted operator or person must undergo a psychological or psychiatric evaluation and  undergo treatment that the court determines to be appropriate after due consideration of the evaluation; and (3) that the convicted operator or person is subject to periodic unannounced inspections by animal control or other designated agency to ensure the convicted operator or person is in compliance with Section (1) and that any animals the operator or person is allowed to own, possess, keep, care for or live with are being treated humanely pursuant to (state or local laws).
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
